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A Telling Tale  -       


In June I had the opportunity to visit my 23-year-old son, Kevin, upon 


completion of his first year as a Peace Corps volunteer in rural Zambia in


 sub-Saharan Southeastern Africa.  Among the most memorable events was


 a night spent camping with a small group of travelers on an island in the 


middle of the Lower Zambezi River.   With a national Zimbabwe game park on 


one side, and the majestic mountains of Zambia on the other, we built a camp 


fire as the star studded sky of the southern hemisphere, complete with full moon, awoke above us.  “How about a story?”  I asked.  Our canoe safari guide, Norman Mubaiwa, was shy and needed some coaxing.  After I began with the story of Anansi the Spider’s encounter with the Sky God, however, this Zimbabwe native recalled a story told by his grandfather, Frank Mubaiwa, as a child.  Surrounded as we were by the deep bellowing of hippos, he wove a tale of how the River God, at the time of creation, did not want the Hippo to live in the water because he would eat all the fish…slowly the memories returned and an old (new) story emerged.  The safari tour guide said later that nothing quite so magical had ever happened in his 22 years in the bush.  The magic of story.  Submitted by Sarah Malone
